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Tea Party Endorses Murphy for Congress
The Burlington County Tea Party endorsed the candidacy of Justin Murphy for Congress in the 3rd Congressional District.  Based upon a straw poll vote taken after a vetting session held on Saturday wherein Murphy outpolled Republican Party nominee Jon Runyan by a wide margin, the Burlington County Tea Party said that it would work with Murphy’s campaign.  

“Members of the Tea Party felt that all of the candidates are outstanding citizens for taking up this burden.  But we think that Murphy is a superior choice,” said Bill Haney, the organizer of Burlington County Tea Party.  

Haney went on to say that “Runyan comes across as sincere in his beliefs and positions, but our members found Murphy’s clarity of message, his conservative principles and, more importantly, his independence from the established political structure as appealing attributes.”

Across the state there are a number of Tea Party backed candidates.  Haney noted that the 3rd District crosses into Ocean County and that the Tea Parties in that county have yet to make their decisions.  

“I believe that Murphy will be meeting with our Ocean County groups in the next week or two and I am sure they will find him to be as articulate as we did.”   

There were 45 votes cast at the vetting, with Murphy winning 40 of them and Runyan winning five.  Joe Rullo of Lakehurst, the third candidate, did not poll any of the votes.

The vetting session was co-sponsored by the 912 Project of Burlington County and the Burlington County Tea Party.
